2. Reusable bags. Bring your own bags to the grocery store. The plastic used in grocery bags is made from ail,
which is a non-renewable resource. It is estimated that somewhere between 500 billion and 1 trillion plastic bags
are consumed worldwide each year, and millions end up as litter.

3. Trees. In addition to being simple and beautiful, trees reduce carbon dioxide in the air, provide shade and create
needed animal habitats. Plant one this month!

4. Composting. Turn those grass clippings, lawn waste and vegetable peels into compost. You will have greener
gardens, flower beds bursting with color and healthier foliage... all without adding to our landfills.

They consume less energy than a 60-watt bulb
and use 98% less energy than central air conditioning.

Here’s a simple recipe to preserve this season’s
sumptuous fruit for months to come!

Ingredients:
1 qt. fresh strawberries, cleaned & hulled
4 cups sugar
1 pouch Certo or Sure-Jell liquid fruit pectin
2 tbsp. lemon juice
Plastic freezer containers with tight-fitting lids

Clean plastic containers and lids with boiling water. Thoroughly crush strawberries in large bowl.

Add sugar, and mix well. Let stand 10 minutes. Stir in fruit pectin and lemon juice. Continue to stir

for 3 minutes, until sugar is mostly dissolved. Fill containers to within 1/2 inch of rim, and immediately
cover with lids. Let stand at room temperature for 24 hours. Label containers with the date, and store
in the freezer for up to a year or in the refrigerator for up to 3 weeks. Enjoy!
