Tenant in common (TIC) properties
Tenant in Common (TIC) property ownership allows investors to own an undivided fractionalized interest in a professionally managed, institutional quality commercial property. Each TIC owner receives their pro-rata share of the cash flow, tax benefits and appreciation, not as a limited partner, but as an individual owner as evidenced by a separate deed and title policy based on their ownership interest.

Some of the benefits of TIC property ownership are as follows:

1) Management Free Ownership - Owning a TIC interest can eliminate the day-to-day responsibilities of property management.

2) Flexibility/Simplicity – A TIC interest may generally accommodate the investors exchange needs, matching both equity and debt requirements.

3) Higher Quality Property - A TIC exchanger can generally own an undivided fractional interest of institutional quality real estate that might otherwise be financially out of reach.

4) Diversification - A TIC investment may allow an investor to diversify their exchange proceeds and reinvest in different properties and asset classes across different geographic locations.

5) Potential for Increased Cash Flow – A TIC investor may be able to increase cash flow on their actual equity through their pro-rata share of a property’s cash flow.

6) All TIC owners receive cash distributions, sale proceeds, and the   depreciation tax benefits in proportion to their ownership.
If you are interested in trading the hassles of the day to day property management, seeking the potential for increased cash flow on actual equity, looking to diversify into institutional real estate, defer capital gains tax, obtain excess proceeds in an exchange account, or need to identify a reliable replacement property or back up property, you may want to consider a TIC property as a very viable option as a replacement property in your §1031 Tax-deferred Exchange.
