Step 3:  Home Inspections

Schedule the Mechanical & Structural Home Inspection, the Wood-Destroying Insects (Termite) Inspection and the Radon Inspection.  In some cases, it may be necessary to obtain a well and/or septic tank inspection also.

Mechanical/Structural Inspection: American Society of Home Inspector's Standards of Practice, covering all of a home's major systems, are specifically noted in state and federal legislation and recognized by consumers as the definitive standard for home inspection.

For most people, purchasing a home is the largest single investment they will ever make. It is not surprising that many homebuyers employ professionals to inspect the structural and mechanical systems in the home and report to them the condition. Sometimes sellers also employ Home Inspectors to alert them to problems with their homes which could later affect the transaction. But, typically, Home Inspectors are employed by buyers. For this reason, this brochure is written with the potential homebuyer in mind.
