Step 4: Select A Closing Attorney
It's time to select an attorney for the closing. This section will help you to understand the closing process and will provide a list of preferred attorneys.

After your loan is approved, your Lender will submit closing instructions to your attorney, who will complete preparation for settlement.  After you have selected an attorney, I will send them a copy of the contract with all the pertinent information.

The closing attorney provides the following services:

· The closing attorney does the title work, orders a survey and title insurance and is responsible for confirming that all loan and title conditions are satisfied before proceeding with the closing. 

· The closing attorney will receive the funds necessary for closing directly from the lender. 

· The closing attorney prepares the necessary closing documents and the closing statement. 

· The closing takes place to complete transfer of title, loan documentation and cash settlement. It is typically held at the office of the closing attorney. 

· The closing attorney reviews the closing statement with you and the seller to itemize all receipts and expenditures, including prorated adjustments. 

· The attorney will obtain necessary signatures on all documents, including the deed, promissory note, and deed of trust (mortgage).
