To Carb Or Not To Carb

The food police have issued a new regime – again.  This time around the villains are carbohydrates.  If you’re confused by all the dos and don’ts the mainstream press is slinging around these days, here’s a rundown on the truth about carbs that should help you make healthful diet decisions.

Question:  Is consuming fewer carbohydrates really a magical formula for weight loss?  No, according, to Gary Foster, clinical director of the Weight and Eating Disorders Program at the University of Pennsylvania’s School of Medicine.  Foster says that though some small, short-term studies have shown that cutting carbs can help a person shed weight faster than a low-fat diet, longer-term studies show that after a year, that difference disappears. 

The truth is that “The only way to lose weight is to consume fewer calories than you expend,” Foster says.

While cutting back on carbohydrates can be useful to people trying to lose weight, cutting out all carbs isn’t what they should be doing.  Fruits and vegetables are primarily carbohydrates, and they are essential to a healthy diet.  So the answer seems to be to cut the carbs that aren’t adding a lot of nutritional value, like white bread, rice and pasta.  Whole grains are important to your diet, but cutting out over-processed grains high in carbohydrates is probably a good idea.

So, even though it’s fashionable to throw out the carbs these days, don’t become part of a fad that will actually decrease the value of your nutritional intake.  Like all other nutrition news, you will benefit if you look up information and take steps that are healthful, not harmful.
