Poinsettia Care After the Holidays

Homeowners know all too well that maintaining their abodes
can be costly.  But putting off a repair until later can result
in more expensive fixes.  Here are a few problems that
homeowners can nip in the bud.

Any water leak evidenced by a stained ceiling, a rocky
toilet, or musty smell can cause severe damage such as dry
rot, mold, or an infestation of termites.  You should fix it
immediately.  For instance, replacing your roof may cost a
lot, but it’s much cheaper than replacing the underlying roof
structure if you simply ignore the problem.

Make sure your air conditioning filters are clean and in good
repair.  Dirty or missing filters can lead to a fire or an air
conditioner breakdown.  With a mere $2 filter, you can
preserve a $6,000 air conditioning system.

If your lights dim when you open the fridge or use the mi-
crowave, it could be due to bad wiring or an overload of
appliances on one circuit.  Try to distribute your appliances
more evenly across circuits or not run more than one heavy
duty appliance at a time.  Your best bet is to have an elec-
trician update your wiring.

To combat a smoky chimney, have the chimney swept annu-
ally.  Burn small, hot fires instead of big, smoky ones.  Never
burn trash, cardboard or gift wrap in the fireplace.

The length of time your poinsettia will give
you pleasure in your home is dependent
on (1) the maturity of the plant, (2) when
you buy it, and (3) how you treat the
plant. With care, poinsettias should re-
tain their beauty for weeks and some va-
rieties will stay attractive for months.

• After you have made your poinsettia selection, make sure
it is wrapped properly because exposure to low tem-
peratures even for a few minutes can damage the bracts
and leaves.

• Unwrap your poinsettia carefully and place in indirect
light. Six hours of light daily is ideal.  Keep the plant from
touching cold windows.

• Keep poinsettias away from warm or cold drafts from
radiators, air registers or open doors and windows.

• Ideally poinsettias require daytime temperatures of 60
to 70°F and night time temperatures around 55°F. High
temperatures will shorten the plant’s life.  Move the plant
to a cooler room at night, if possible.

• Check the soil daily. Be sure to punch holes in foil so water
can drain into a saucer. Water when soil is dry. Allow
water to drain into the saucer and discard excess water.

• Fertilize the poinsettia if you keep it past the holiday
season. Apply a houseplant fertilizer once a month. Do
not fertilize when it is in bloom.

Martin Luther King Jr. is one of the few Americans to have a
federal holiday established in his honor.  However, few
people know how long it took for the creation of that fed-
eral holiday to come to fruition.

Four days after King’s assassination, Senator John Conyers
from Michigan introduced legislation for a federal holiday
honoring the civil rights leader. After 15 difficult years of
debates, Congress finally passed the bill on November 2,
1983 and President Ronald Reagan signed it.  And in 1986,
the third Monday of January became the first official Mar-
tin Luther King Jr. holiday.  This month, people of all races
will celebrate the life of King as they remember his dream:

“...I have a dream that one day this nation will rise up and live out
the true meaning of its creed: ‘We hold these truths to be self-
evident, that all men are created equal.’

I have a dream that one day on the red hills of Georgia the sons of
former slaves and the sons of former slave owners will be able to sit
down together at the table of brotherhood.

I have a dream that one day even the state of Mississippi, a state
sweltering with the heat of injustice, sweltering with the heat of
oppression, will be transformed into an oasis of freedom and justice.

I have a dream that my four little children will one day live in a
nation where they will not be judged by the color of their skin but
by the content of their character.

I have a dream today.

I have a dream that one day down in Alabama, with its vicious
racists, with its governor having his lips dripping with the words of
interposition and nullification - one day right there in Alabama little
black boys and black girls will be able to join hands with little white
boys and white girls as sisters and brothers.

I have a dream today.

I have a dream that one day every valley shall be exalted, and
every hill and mountain shall be made low, the rough places will be
made plain, and the crooked places will be made straight, and the
glory of the Lord shall be revealed and all flesh shall see it together.

More than 10 million people ski more than once a year and
up to 2.5 million snowboard each year.  These sports can be
fun and a great source of exercise, but before grabbing the
ski boots and snow goggles, remember these safety tips:

Warm up.  Take a couple of slow ski or snowboard runs on
easy slopes before you hit the higher levels.

Use the buddy system.  Ski and snowboard with a partner.
Keep each other in sight.  If one falls behind, the other should
wait for him or her to catch up.

Watch for hazards.  Start a run slowly, keeping an eye out
for ice patches and rocks.  Stay on marked trails.

Walk off.  If you end up on a slope that exceeds your skill
level, always leave your skis or snowboard on.  Then step
down the slope.

Fall correctly.  Falls are inevitable, so practice falling down
on your rear end or on your side.

Drink water.  Keep yourself hydrated and stay away from
alcohol when you’re skiing or snowboarding.  There’s plenty
of time for that when you come in from the cold.
