How much does an inspection cost?
Your inspector determines the cost of the inspection using a formula that includes the construction type, location, age, other features, and square footage of the home. The range is just under $200 to $500. Considering the other costs of home purchase, home inspections are very inexpensive. By comparison, the lack of a thorough inspection by an observant and systematic inspector can be very costly to the home buyer. 
How long does an inspection take?
A typical inspection of a home of 2,000 square feet in size lasts approximately two and a half hours.

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What is a home inspection?
A general home inspection is a visual examination of a home's condition. Home inspections: 

· Evaluate the physical condition of the home 
· Identify items that may need repair or replacement 

· Identify systems and components that are nearing the end of their service life 
Why should I have a home inspection?
A home purchase is one of the biggest investments you will ever make. A home inspection can help provide valuable information about the investment you are considering. A professional inspection can also give you the information needed to help protect against unknown or costly repairs that may not be obvious to the untrained eye.
Should I be present                   at the time of the inspection?
It is to your benefit to be present at the time of the inspection. The inspector’s job is not just to inspect the property, but also to educate the homeowner or potential buyer about the condition of the property and its systems and components. These goals can best be achieved if you are present at the time of the inspection.

The purpose of the inspection is to provide you with information about the condition of systems and components of the house at the time of the inspection, with a focus on defective conditions and safety issues. Your home inspection will at a minimum conform to the American Society of Home Inspectors (ASHI®) and the California Real Estate Inspection Association (CREIA®) Standards of Practice. A typical inspection involves the following steps: 

1. The inspector arrives at the property, explains what is going to take place, and asks about any special conditions or requests. You are presented with an inspection agreement describing the scope of services for your review and signature, and payment is made.
2. While you review the inspection agreement, the inspector makes a quick assessment of the property to determine the best sequence for the inspection relative to the specific property. 

3. The actual inspection should take place with you present. The inspection involves visually inspecting many systems and components (unless otherwise excluded by the Standards of Practice), including: 

· Attic spaces and all visible insulation

· Roof 

· Siding 

· Windows and doors 

· Vents and gutters 

· Exposed structures (such as rafters, deck supports) 

· Electrical system 

· Heating/Cooling systems 

· Major mechanical systems and appliances 

· Plumbing 

· Ceilings 

· Walls 

· Floors 

· Basement or crawlspace area 

· Foundation and visible structural components 
· Other structures and equipment such as detached buildings, pools and spas.
· Other services as agreed.
4. A final assessment of the property is conducted, and the inspector discusses key findings and addresses any questions that you may have. 
5. You will receive the systematized, state-of-the-art, computer-assisted inspection report within 24 hours (in most cases). The report will incorporate digital color photos, as needed to illustrate inspection findings plus a useful ‘Home Owner’s Manual’. In addition to the hard copy provided to the home buyer, the report will be both emailed and posted on the Internet for the client and the Realtors®.
