Lots and Grounds 

1.  Vegetation: Shrubs and trees. A Minimum 12 inch clearance is recommended between the home and 

vegetation for proper ventilation and to prevent damage to siding/exterior.  Tree limbs and bushes 

should be trimmed to prevent contact to the home. 

Exterior Surface and Components 

2.  Main house. Exterior Surface Type: Vinyl siding. Right side near eave, one piece of siding has pulled 

away at the front and the rear as well. Damage noted in 3 areas at rear of the home at grade level. 

At the rear and the left and the right side the siding is not a minimum of 6 inches above grade as 

recommended to help prevent moisture and pest intrusion. I recommend further evaluation/repair 

by a qualified contractor. 

3.  Fascia: Aluminum. Loose nails are noted along the fascia at the right, rear and left sides of the 

home. Right side has slightly pulled away from the home at ridge. A qualified contractor is 

recommended to evaluate and more securely attach the fascia to prevent it from falling off. 

4.  Exterior Electric Outlets: 110 GFCI circuit. Porch left side outlet shows signs of previous arcing. I 

recommend a licensed electrician further evaluate.  

5.  Hose Bibs: Gate style. Rear bib handle is difficult to open and close, stiff operation. Small leak at 

packing (nut behind handle). Bib at attached garage also leaks at packing nut and is not properly 

secured to the exterior wall. I recommend further evaluation and repair by a qualified contractor. 

Garage 

6.  Attached, Basement. Garage Electrical: 110 VAC outlets and lighting circuits. For safety, I 

recommend upgrading non-GFCI outlet(s)  in the garage to  GFCI type outlet(s). 

Attic 

7.  Main House. Attic Wiring/Lighting: 110 VAC. Light switch cover missing. Live wires are visible and 

can easily be touched. I recommend replacing missing cover to prevent a shock hazard. 

Plumbing 

8.  Water Lines: Copper. Main water line is undersized. Home is currently plumbed with 1/2" copper 

line after service line enters basement, this should be a minimum of a 3/4" line for a home of this 

size. I recommend further evaluation by a licensed plumber. 

Bedroom 

9.  Master. Bedroom Doors: Wood. Difficult to open/close. I recommend adjusting door for ease of 

operation. 

Laundry Room 

10.  Basement. Laundry Room/Area Washer Connection Hoses: Rubber. I recommend replacing 

rubber hoses to stainless steel braided hoses, rubber hoses are known for rupturing. 

11.  Basement. Laundry Room/Area Dryer Vent: Plastic flex and PVC pipe. I recommend replacing the 

flexible plastic dryer vent to one of metal. The plastic vent can heat up and is considered a fire 

hazard.

12.  Basement half bath. Bathroom Faucets/Traps: 2 handle with PVC trap. Low flow, poor pressure is 

noted at faucet.

Exterior Surface and Components 

1.  Door Bell: Hard wired. Inoperative. 

Roof 

2.  Main. Roof Surface Material: Asphalt shingle. Approximately 6 shingle tabs are missing at front 

right of main house roof and one shingle is beginning to lift and tear at front left.  I recommend a 

licensed roofing contractor further evaluate, and give an estimate for repair or replacement of the 

roof covering. 

Attic 

3.  Main House. Attic Bathroom Fan Venting: None found. Bathroom improperly vents into attic and 

could cause future moisture damage to the insulation and building material. I recommend a qualified 

contractor run vent from fan to the exterior. 

Plumbing 

4.  Water Pressure: 120 + PSI. Excessive pressure noted, I recommend licensed plumbing contractor 

reduce pressure to avoid future damage to plumbing pipes and fixtures. 

5.  Attached garage. Water Heater T&P Valve and Drain Tube: Leaking and missing. T&P valve is 

defective and dripping onto floor. Also there is no drain pipe attached to the T&P valve. I 

recommend a licensed plumber further evaluate T&P valve as well as install a drain tube to within 6 

inches of the floor.  

Air Conditioning & Heating System 

6.  Blower Fan/Filters: Direct drive with disposable filter. Both return filters are extremely dirty and 

need replaced.  

Kitchen 

7.  Main level. Kitchen Faucet: Delta chrome single handle with spray. Spray hose leaks when turned 

on. Faucet leaks at handle when moved side to side while faucet is running. I recommend 

repair/replacement of faucet by a qualified contractor.  

8.  Main level. Kitchen Drain/Supply: PVC and copper. A leak is found under the kitchen in garage 

ceiling on the PVC kitchen drain line. I recommend a qualified contractor repair leak.  

Bathroom 

9.  Hall Guest Bath. Bathroom Windows: Aluminum Single Hung. Glass pane on bottom right is broken, 

I recommend the broken glass be replaced or repaired by a qualified contractor. 

10.  Hall Guest Bath. Bathroom Tub and Shower Valve: Single handle. Leaks at handle when turned on. 

I recommend a licensed plumbing contractor repair/replace leaking tub/shower valve.   
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
