If it's "just up there" and doing nothing to affect
your home's mood and theme, it's time to capture the
huge design effects a ceiling can offer.

* Put in a ceiling fans, the decoration of choice for
many homes. They come in a wide variety of styles and
materials that can coordinate with present decor and tie
a room together.

* Add a tray ceiling, a touch of class for many
rooms. Tray ceilings extend the ceiling down from sev-
eral inches to more than a foot. The style adds height to
traditional ceilings by angling the four corners upward
to a smaller, raised area in the center.

* Move the ceiling up. In new homes ceiling styles
have changed in recent years. Home builders report that
instead of high, vaulted ceilings, buyers are more often
choosing to add a foot or two to their ceilings. Moving
them up helps to make a modestly-sized room more
spacious. It's also an energy saver as opposed to a
vaulted ceiling

Cities say tap water is best

In times past, many homes kept a big bottle of tap
water in the refrigerator. Those days are gone.

Instead, you will find gallon bottles bought at the
store or half a dozen smaller bottles made of plastic and
held together with a heavy plastic strip. Though bottled
water is expensive, most makers readily admit that their

It takes
oil to make and
transport those
plastic bottles.
Fewer than a quar-
ter of the plastic
water bottles are
recycled, leaving billions of pounds of them in land-
fills. It can stress the water supply where the water is
bottled, leaving less for local uses.

Water is one of the healthiest drinks, and in the
U.S., tap water is generally very good. If you prefer

Remembering Washington’s
love for his home

hen you think of George Washington, you might picture
him comforting his starving troops on the bleak and frozen
Christmas of 1777at Valley Forge.

But the heart of this great man was not on the battlefield or in
the halls of government. His heart was at home. It was where he
longed to be. Mount Vernon was his anchor, and the hope of get-
ting back to it drove him ever onward. History tells us that when
he was offered the first presidency of the United States, he had to
be convinced to take it. He really wanted to go home.

In the end, Washington lived at Mt. Vernon for a total of 45
years.

First known as Little Hunting Creek Plantation, it was origi-
nally granted to Washington's great grandfather John Washington
in 1674.

It eventually passed to Washington's brother, Lawrence, who
renamed the property Mount Vernon after his commanding officer,
Admiral Edward Vernon of the British navy. George Washington
inherited the property upon the death of his brother Lawrence's
widow in 1761.

At that time, the farmhouse consisted of four rooms, a central
passage on the first floor, and three bedrooms on the second.

The process of enlarging and improving the house began in
the years before Washington's marriage in 1759, when he raised
the structure from one-and-a-half to two-and-a-half stories and
extensively redecorated the interior. The north and south wings of
the house were begun just before the start of the Revolutionary
War.

It's illegal to collect rags or paper in Indianapolis
on Sundays. Don't go rag or paper collecting on legal
holidays either, or you could be subject to a fine. How-
ever, it's generally okay to collect rags and paper after
7:30 a.m. and before 5:30.

Don't skip your Saturday night bath in Barre, Ver-
mont. There is a law on the books requiring all resi-
dents to bathe every Saturday night. Washing on other
days of the week is apparently optional and left to the
discretion of the residents.

When attacked by a bird, you can throw a rock at it
in Indianapolis. However, it is illegal to throw stones
at birds if you're not acting in self-defense.

Michigan will pay you to throw rocks at birds. But
only if you kill them, and only if they're starlings or
crows. The state pays three cents for each starling
killed and ten cents per crow.

Florida forbids the tethering of pregnant pigs. It is
also illegal to confine an expecting sow to a cage, crate
or other enclosure that prevents the pig from turning
around freely.

You can't sell your eyes in Texas. "The Eyes of
Texas" is the official song of the University of Texas,
and they are apparently not for sale. Nor are any other
bodily organs, under penalty of law.

Pinball is not for children in South Carolina. For
some reason, you have to be at least 18 to play pinball
in the Palmetto State.

In Belvedere, California, dogs must not appear in
public without their masters on a leash. The city
council probably intended to make sure the canines
rather than the humans were leashed.

If you have political ambitions in Tennessee, don't
participate in a duel. The state prohibits people who
have been in a duel from holding public office.

Heart Month

Heart disease is the leading cause of death in the United States
and is a major cause of disability. The most common heart
disease in the United States is coronary heart disease, which
often appears as a heart attack. In 2008, an estimated 770,000
Americans will have a new coronary attack, and about
430,000 will have a recurrent attack. About every 26 seconds,
an American will have a coronary event, and about one every
minute will die from one.

The chance of developing coronary heart disease can be re-
duced by taking steps to prevent and control factors that put
people at greater risk. Additionally, knowing the signs and
symptoms of heart attack are crucial to the most positive out-
comes after having a heart attack. People who have survived a
heart attack can also work to reduce their risk of another heart
attack or a stroke in the future. For more information on heart
disease and stroke, visit CDC's Division for Heart Disease and
Stroke Prevention or The American Heart Association.
