
Although the first land claims for the Orting area were in the 1850's, the city of 
Orting wasn't actually incorporated until 1889, shortly after the Northern Pacific 
Railroad laid tracks to the Puyallup River. Today, Orting is a beautiful town of   
approximately 4300 residents.
