The John and Laurene Adams home on the North Shore of Beaver Island just east of the St. James Township Campground.  This house started as a lakefront cottage from 1958 but was substantially expanded and improved into a comfortable, year-round retirement home in 1984.  The main house is three bedrooms, two downstairs and one upstairs, with 1-1/2 bathrooms (the main bathroom has recently been remodeled).  There is an extra room off the dining room that has the capability to be a third, first-floor bedroom; it has been used as an extra bedroom.  Right now it is a sitting/reading room.  Today most people would call it the family room or TV room.
